about this and we left with the feeling that this was going to happen.  

This is only our interpretation of this discussion and anything official 

will come from the County.  People who have filed a notice will proba-

bly receive information explaining the above in detail. 

 

Five things you never knew your cell phone could do. 

 

1. Emergency:  The emergency number worldwide is 112.  If you are 

out of your coverage area, dial 112 and the cell phone will search 

any existing network to get the emergency number for you and inter-

estingly, 112 can be dialed even if the keypad is locked. 

2. Locked your keys in the car?  Does the car have remote keyless en-

try?  If you lock your keys in the car and the spare keys are at home, 

call someone at home on their cell from your cell.  Hold your cell 

phone about a foot from your car and have the person at your home 

press the unlock button on the remote, holding it near the cell on 

their end.  Your car will unlock.  Distance is no object.  I have tried 

it, it works. 

3. Hidden reserve battery power.  Imagine your cell battery is very low.  

Press the keys *3370#.  Your cell phone will restart with reserve 

power and with a 50% power increase.  The reserve will get re-

charged when you charge your cell. 

4. How to disable a stolen mobile phone.  To check your phones serial 

number, key in the following, *#06#.  A 15 digit number will appear 

on the screen.  Write it down and keep it somewhere safe.  If your 

phone is stolen, you can phone your service provider and give them 

this code.  They will be able to block your cell even if the SIM card 

is changed and your phone will be totally useless. 

5. Free Directory Service.  Cell phone companies are charging for 411 

use.  When you need to use the 411 option simply dial 800free4111 

or 8003733411 without incurring any charge.  Program this number 

into your cell phone now.

Myself and Joe Rigazio went to the County Assessorôs Office to file a 

complaint on the taxes for 2009/2010.   While we were there, the assessor 

was coming out of a meeting and took time to talk to us.  He stated that 

they are going to reassess the entire City of Fernley.  They understand 

that with the downturn in the financial system, they had to take a look at 

assessment values.  They were initially going to look at only properties of 

people who filed a notice (which expired 1/15/09) but they felt that was 

unfair so they are reevaluating the entire city.  This could mean a 40% ð 

50% reduction in property taxes.  This is not final but they feel strong
