Get you to call by telling you that a family member is ill, etc., or to say
you won a prize. Since there are so many area codes these days, peop
return the call. If you call from the US, you will potentially be charged
$24.24 per minute and you will get a long recorded message. AT&T and
SNOPES verify the above.

This old trick is going around again, dialing 90# on your telephone. A
call was received from an individual identifying himself as an AT&T
service tech. It also could be Telus who is conducting the test. They
will tell you to complete the test you should touch 90 and then the pound
sign # and then hang up. Upon contacting the telephone company, | was
informed that by pushing 90#, you give the requesting individual full
access to your telephone line which enables them to place long distance
calls billed to your home number. Apparently the scam has been origi-
nating from many local jails/prisons. DO NOT PRESS 90# FOR ANY-
ONE.
